Nuclear village proposed

Canaway Fleming designs housing
for 1,510 Hinkley Point workers

Avillage for workers building the
Hinkley Point C nuclear plant in
Somerset will be the first large-
scale architectural project to go to
the Infrastructure Planning Com-
mission.

London practice Canaway
Fleming is behind the design
which forms parts of plans for
Hinkley submitted by French util-
ity firm EDF Energy.

The commission, whose plan-
ning powers bypass local author-
ities, will begin studying the
30,000-page submission next
month ahead of making a recom-
mendation to the government in
December.

Canaway Fleming, which has
appointed Aecom to manage the
design process, has designed
space for 1,510 workers split across
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Hinkley Point in Somerset.

three campuses: two in Bridgwa-
ter and one on the site itself.

A spokesman for EDF, which
plans to spend £20 billion build-
ing four reactors — at Hinkley and
Sizewell in Suffolk — said it was
also looking at the village idea for
Sizewell.

EDF is worried such a large
number of people arriving at
Hinkley — 5,600 workers at peak
— will adversely affect local peo-
ple. But it said the campuses
would “ensure high standards of
behaviour”.

Canaway Fleming partner Mar-
tin Canaway said the accommo-
dation would be the same stan-
dard as a two-star hotel. “People
will feel they’re being looked after
rather than being stuck in a mobile
home,” he said.

But Sedgemoor Council, which
covers the area, has criticised the
plans. A spokeswoman said the
largest campus in Bridgwater,
sleeping 850, should be turned
into affordable housing. “We'd
prefer to see a form of housing that
can be used afterwards.”

Academics favour modernist school trips

Highpoint: 20th century history.

Academics have warned that Mic-
hael Gove’s plan to show school-
children our “rich island story”
misses out modern architecture.

The education secretary has
commissioned English Heritage to
draw up a list of places pupils can
be taken to inspire them, but none
of his 30 examples are more recent
than the second world war.

Now architects have come up
with their own suggestions,
including the Gherkin, where chil-

dren could be inspired to shape the
capital’s skyline.

Jeremy Till, dean of Westmin-
ster’s school of architecture, said:
“It does seem strange that the
main report encourages children
to read living authors, but the her-
itage list only refers to dead archi-
tects and builders.”

Bob Brown, head of Plymouth’s
architectural school, added that
Lubetkin’s Highpoint could teach
children about immigration, mod-

ernism and the transfer of ideas.
And RCA dean Alex de Rijke
suggested children could design
affordable housing for the Cornish
village of St Eval while learning
about its tragic wartime history.
The move was prompted by the
Henley Review of cultural educa-
tion which urges that design be
given greater priority in schools.
